This form allows you to nominate children who may have been overlooked by parents and teachers, or who might be too shy or insecure to nominate themselves.  You may have heard about the student's advanced abilities from members of the community or you may have observed the student informally.  You may conduct an informal interview with the student in a conversational tone, finding out what interests him or her.  You may observe the student in the classroom or the home environment.  You may give the student's teacher some of the activities used in the gifted program to use with the child for enrichment purposes and then collect examples to place in the student's portfolio. 4. Toothpick construction

Ask the child to arrange the toothpicks and glue them to the paper.  Then say, “Tell me about what you have made.”

Encourage the child to add drawings, stories, math papers, etc.  When possible, take photographs of children’s block constructions and science projects.  Tape record dramatic play, story-telling, songs, and performances.  Parents should also be encouraged to add materials to the child’s portfolio.  The following are some additional examples of appropriate portfolio materials.

Directions to Interviewers:

It is best to have two interviewers for each student who rate the student’s responses independently and then confer on their ratings.  Ideally, one of the interviewers should be a member of the Identification Committee, preferably the gifted/talented coordinator or counselor.  If the student is uncomfortable being interviewed by individuals he or she does not know, then it is essential that one of the interviewers be a familiar adult. The second interviewer may be a graduate student or teacher who has received advanced training of at least 30 hours in gifted and talented education. At least one of the interviewers, preferably both, should be bilingual.  

Students should be asked the language in which they would prefer to be interviewed. A brief description of the program should be offered to the student.  Interviewers may take turns asking the student questions.  Interviewers should record the student’s responses in the space provided on the form.  Each response should be rated; then a general rating should be given.  A tape recording of the interview will also be helpful to check information in the event of disagreement between raters and to capture the richness of students’ responses when they are too long to fit on the form.  This interview may be done in groups with 2, 3, or 4 students.

Rate the student’s response to each question on a scale from 1 to 6 as follows:

1 = a poor candidate

2 = difficult to determine if qualified

3 = a fair candidate for the program

4 = a good candidate for the program

5 = a very good candidate for the program

6 = an excellent candidate for the program

After each interview, the two interviewers should discuss their separate ratings and come to consensus on the degree to which they believe this student is a good candidate for the program.
